 TECHNOLOGY  FOCUS 
Kingsmead, Gayhurst and Mandeville all enjoyed getting 

stuck in with lots of DT projects before the half term                 

holiday. Years 3, 4, 5 and 6 all did a very exciting new  

Electronic Systems project which involved using a new 

system called Crumble to create a programmable circuit. 

Years 3 and 4 designed and built a programmable night 

light that was sensitive to light and turned on when the light 

was low, while Years  5 and 6 build a ScannerBot with a 

light or buzzer and an ultrasonic distance sensor that could 

detect intruders. Years 1 and 2 enjoyed a Mechanisms                

project, developing their understanding of wheels and     

axles and making their own car.  

Meanwhile at Kingsmead the whole school also completed 

a Cooking and Nutrition unit of work involving a visit to the 

very exciting School of Food at Mandeville, where they 

cooked a meatball tagine with a jewelled couscous side, or 

prepared a soup, stew or tasty seasonal dessert! As always, 

the chickens 

were a big hit 

and the children 

all really            

enjoyed feeding 

and stroking 

them, and even 

finding a few of
